☐ Business Excellence in Crime Prevention:  

☐ Must be a registered business and/or business leader who has made an outstanding 

contribution to crime prevention through social development initiatives by their vision, 
dedication and commitment.  

☐ Include a brief overview of the activity that brought about the nomination. 

☐ Include a personal note or overview from the nominator or other community member 

describing the value of the commitments of this business to your community.  
 

☐ Hall of Fame Award  

☐ Nominee must be a resident of New Brunswick or an organization based in New 

Brunswick.  

☐ Nominee must have actively contributed energy, time, talent or resources to the planning, 

implementation, maintenance, enhancement or promotion of crime prevention and safer 
communities for a minimum of 5 years.  

☐ Nominee must have succeeded in rallying support (especially volunteer support) in 

establishing and maintaining community crime prevention initiatives that improve the 
quality of life of New Brunswickers.  

☐ Nominee must not be a member of Parliament, the Senate or a member of the Hall of 

Fame Committee.

or police officer who have made an outstanding contribution, development, 
implementation, promotion, and/or enhancement of crime prevention and safe 
communities.

- A brief description of the activity that brought about the nomination,  
- Were the nominee(s)’ endeavors sensitive the cultural, linguistic, racial or other 

minority needs/interests? 
- Additional relevant information concerning the nominee’s efforts in raising public 

awareness and achieving community action and creating safer communities. 
- Information related to programs the nominee is involved in which could be 

adaptable to other areas of the province.
